Appendix I
PARKS AND RECREATION ADVISORY BOARD BYLAWS.

ARTICLE I
Name of Organization

Section 1:
The Name of the organization shall be Aurora Parks and Recreation Advisory Board.

ARTICLE II

Purpose of the Organization

Section 1:
The Board Shall serve as a voice of the public and shall have the obligation and function to advise the City Council and the respective directors of the Parks & Open Space Department and the Library & Recreation Services Department on such matters as shall pertain to the planning, regulation and use of City owned and controlled parks, recreation areas and facilities, recreation programs and leagues both within and without the corporate bounds of the city.

Section 2:
The Board shall be informed of budges status as required reductions and other changes may impact service levels

ARTICLE III

Qualifications for Membership
Section 1:
The Board shall consist of nine (9) voting members. Individuals holding the offices of the Director of the Parks and Open Space Department and the Director of the Library & Recreation Services Department shall always be non-voting members.

Section 2:
Voting members shall be appointed by the City Council for a term of three (3) years, serve at the pleasure of the City Council and be subject to removal by the City Council at its pleasure at any time without cause. They shall be qualified electors holding no paid, elected or appointed positions with the City or any Boards of Education.

Section 3:
Vacancies among this Board shall be filled by appointment of the City Council. Active Board members shall interview candidates available from the City announcement process. Overviews of the interviewed candidates qualifications shall be provided by the Board to the City Council.

Section 4:
Members are obligated to give notice to the Board secretary of excused absences. The Chair will give written notice to the City Council of a member having three (3) unexcused absences in a calendar year.

ARTICLE IV

Officers of the Organization

Section 1:

The officers of this Board shall consist of Chair and Vice-Chair.
Section 2:
Such officers shall be chosen at the Board meeting in May of each year and shall be elected from the group by a majority vote.

Section 3:
Said officers shall hold their respective offices for one year. The Board shall nominate and elect officers on an annual basis. Should an elected officer resign prior to the end of his/her one-year term of office, a replacement shall be elected within 90 days by a majority vote of the Board members.

Section 4:
The Chair shall preside at all meetings of this Board when present. He/she shall sign all instruments executed on behalf of the Board, be the official spokesperson for the Board and perform such other duties as may be required by these Bylaws or by the Board.

Section 5:
In the absence of the Chair, the Vice-Chair shall possess all of the powers and perform all of the duties of the Chair.

Section 6:
A secretary shall be appointed by the Director of the Parks and Open Space Department. Full and correct minutes of the meetings and proceedings will be kept and will be open to inspection by any member of this Board or by any other person on request and/or by appointment. Tape recordings of the meetings, if any, shall be by the concurrence of the Board and the sole responsibility and possession of the person responsible for record keeping. The Board secretary shall keep full and accurate minutes of the proceedings of the Board in proper books, execute documents and perform such duties as may be required by these Bylaws and direction of the Board.

Section 7:
The Directors shall prepare the meeting agenda and review topics with Board chair. A Board member may request inclusion of an agenda item for a subsequent meeting by obtaining a majority vote of the Board. Meeting reports and information shall be mailed at least five (5) days prior to the monthly meeting date.

ARTICLE V

Meetings

Section 1:
This Board shall hold its regular meeting son the first Wednesday of each month at 6:00 p.m. Special meetings of the Board shall be held at any time when called by the Chair or any two (2) board members.

ARTICLE VI

Quorum

Section 1:
Five (5) voting members shall constitute a quorum. A quorum must be present to transact business.

ARTICLE VII

Financial Provisions

Section 1:
Members of the Board shall serve without compensation, but shall be paid any necessary expenses incurred in the discharge of their official duties. Necessary expenses are defined as those costs incurred by attendance at meetings and seminars authorized by the Board and budgeted within one of the affiliated departments.

ARTICLE VIII

Amendments

Section 1:
The Bylaws may not be amended without previous written notice to all members and concurring vote of not less than six (6) members.

Section 2:
The Bylaws may not be suspended.

ARTICLE IX

Enactment

Section 1:
These Bylaws shall become effective upon approval of the Board membership with a concurring vote of not less than six (6) members.
